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Abstract

Type your abstract here. The abstract may be included in a separate, printed book of abstracts, so include your major findings in a useful and concise manner. The abstract should not include figures, tables or photographs. The abstract should be no more than 250 words long. It must fit entirely on the first page of the paper.
Introduction
Most papers will begin with an Introduction.  Begin the Introduction immediately following the Abstract — do not start a new page. Use the Heading 1 Style for the Abstract, Introduction and all subsequent major headings.
For ordinary text, use the Normal style (Times New Roman 12 point, left alignment (NOT justified), single spaced.)  Do not indent paragraphs.  Double space (one blank line) between paragraphs.  

Authors may select either SI or English system of units. Conversion to the other system is not recommended.

Use Normal Style or Microsoft’s Equation Editor for equations.  It's best to choose symbols from the Symbol or Times New Roman, Latin, or Greek sets; avoid unusual symbols.  Using tabs, center the equation and number equations consecutively in parentheses and flush right (ending at right margin) as shown:

Place your figures and tables within the main text as soon after the initial reference as possible. All figures must fit within the same margins as the text (maximum 6 inches wide).  Please do not wrap text around the figures. Place the caption for Figures BELOW the figure and the caption for Tables ABOVE the table. Captions should be Normal Style (12 point Times New Roman, centered) as shown:

Conclusion

Generally, every paper should have a Conclusion section to restate the major findings and suggest further action or research.
